He finished 

second in points in the Northeast Division standings in 2006, and, at just 21 years old, has been 

identified as “one to watch” by many seasoned drivers competing on various open road courses 

in SCCA competition.

Both he and sponsor GGS are looking at several spring and summer events as being critical to a 

more successful return appearance to Heartland Park in Fall 2007. 

In their effort to claim the SCCA national title in FP competition this year, Carpenter’s fast Acura 

Integra Team GGS car will focus on several national race events held on the east coast including 

Summit Point Speedway in West Virginia, VIR in southern Virginia, Mid-Ohio Sportscar Course in 

Ohio, and Lime Rock Park in Connecticut.  Carpenter is also set to appear August 17 to August 20 at 

Pocono Raceway, PA for the SCCA Double Nationals competition.

Veteran driver Tom Thompson of York, PA will carry the GGS livery in 2007 Improved Touring  

(ITA) Competition, with his newly retuned Dodge Neon ACR entered in events at Summit Point and 

Nelson Ledges, among other venues.  He plans to run eight of the ten races in the SCCA Mid-

Atlantic Road Race Series including the Double Regional event June 29 to July 1 at Nelson Ledges.   

The GGS-sponsored ITA Class Neon will also be part of a special  “Neons only” event, to be held 

September 29 and 30 as part of the SCCA New England Regional at  Waterford Hills, MI.

Thompson plans on entering his recently purchased 2002 Dodge Neon ACR in selected SCCA 

Nationals in Showroom Stock Competition.  This will enable Tom to join Mark so the team can have 

two cars running on those weekends when Tom is not racing his ITA Neon in the MARRS series.   

Thompson initially ran his 1997 Neon in Showroom Stock before spending most of 2006 changing 

the car over to the Improved Touring A class, which allows more modifications.

The highlights of the season will be the weekend of April 14 to 15 and July 14 to 15, when racing fans 

will see both GGS–sponsored teams in class competition at the SCCA Nationals at Summit Point  

and Watkins Glen, NY, respectively.  “The Glen”  in particular is sure to again provide fast-paced 

excitement for Team GGS, especially for Carpenter’s FP Class Acura which seems to take well to 

the famed road course’s switchbacks and contours.
