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GGS Takes First 2007 Checkered Flag at SCCA Nationals April 14 at Summit Point, WV
Team GGS captured its first national checked flag April 14 at Summit Point Raceway in Summit Point, WV.

In the search for optimum performance, the # 38 GGS Acura Integra spent the early part of the week on the dyno at Automotive Passions in York, PA, undergoing a series of exhaustive tests. It was only at 1:30 AM Friday morning that the car was ready to depart for WV, for a track test day on Friday and competition Saturday and Sunday.

On Saturday morning, race officials at Summit Point determined that the race would be run in the afternoon because of impending severe weather which would hit with torrential rains on Sunday. 

We had one dry qualifying session on Saturday morning. The car ran great and we were able to put the car on the pole position in F-Production.

It started to rain about 20 minutes before our race was to start. Team GGS monitored track conditions in previous races closely, and waited up until five minutes before the race to decide what tires and strategy to run. 

Once we got underway, the race was very slippery and a few cars went off in the first turn. We stayed in first place in F-Production throughout the race, moving up to 3rd place overall in the first few laps. A minor spin in Turn 5 occurred in the slippery conditions. 

It did not effect our outcome and we sealed Team GGS Racing's first national victory, finishing first in the F-Production class. 

A lot of thanks needs to be given to the Team GGS racing crew and to Will at Automotive Passions/York Dyno for putting in the long hours the week before the race. The win would not have been possible without their expertise and dedication to our goal!
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Now it's on to the Mid-Ohio venue come June 2nd, and another SCCA National event.

With good luck and now a strong car, we hope to bring home our second win of the 2007 racing season!
